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AMA ALLIANCE APPROVES NEW HEALTH POLICY IN SUPPORT OF SAFE DISPOSAL OF MEDICINE
 

CHICAGO, Ill. – The 88th Annual Meeting of the AMA Alliance brought nearly 200 members and guests to Chicago from 34 states to discuss and vote on Bylaws and Policy issues affecting medical families and healthy communities. 

Here are some of the actions and decisions from the meeting:   

· Adopted a policy statement in support of efforts to ensure that all unused medication should either be turned in to a medicine “take back” program, a household hazardous material recycling day for medicine, or prepared for disposal in the trash according to FDA guidelines for Safe Removal of Medicine when these options are not immediately available. State and county alliances are asked to endorse this policy statement by educating the public about the safe storage and disposal of all medicine.
· Amended the Bylaws, Policies and Rules of Procedure by removing references to specific staff titles and to allow flexibility to include members of Physician-in-training couples. Language was also amended to reflect the change in the structure of the Annual Meeting from a House of Delegates to now being open to all members.
· Elected the 2011-12 Board Development Committee, which is comprised of two national members and four other members, who will be responsible for nominating candidates for offices to be elected at the next Annual Meeting. Because they propose the slate of candidates for national offices, choosing the right people to serve as a voice for the entire Alliance is one of the most important responsibilities members have.
