AMA Alliance Honor Fund


The AMA Alliance Honor Fund is new, an Alliance grass roots fund that will support all of the programs listed below, thus providing Alliance members with one-stop shopping for state and county Alliance fundraisers.  

· The Honor Fund is designed to significantly improve our ability to raise funds for healthy communities/healthy families projects and scholarships while giving name recognition nationwide to support members in every participating state and county Alliance. 
· The AMA Alliance Grass roots Honor Fund has the added benefit of promising sustained fund growth over time because it is a permanent endowment and a portion of its earnings will be reinvested to ensure the future ability of the fund to support important programs and initiatives.

· Individual Charter Donors:
$    5,000 minimum (can be pledged over 5 years)

· Organization Charter Donors: 
$  10,000 minimum (can be pledged over five years)
· Goal amount in 2009-2010: 
$250,000
Note: Once this fund reaches the $250,000 level, grant distribution can begin.  

Fund for Better Health 

Through the Fund for Better Health,  the AMA Foundation supports public health community service projects.  Grant requests are reviewed by the AMA Foundation’s board of directors, AMA Alliance leaders and external experts.  2009 topics of interest to the Fund for Better Health are:

· Healthy lifestyles
· Public safety
· Patient safety

Healthy Communities/Healthy America

Approximately 47 million Americans without health insurance depend on free clinics for care. The AMA Foundation provides grants of $10,000 to $25,000 to existing, physician-led free clinics that directly provide free or low-cost medical care to underserved and uninsured populations.

The Scholars Fund

Through The Scholars Fund, Alliance members make gifts to the AMA Foundation earmarked for designated to medical schools across the U.S. to be used for tuition assistance. The minimum Scholars Fund award is $1,000.  Eligible student recipients are chosen by the school Dean.   Funds for schools that receive less than $1,000 in donations during a given year will be held until $1,000 has been accrued.  Gifts not designated for a medical school are allocated to the Physicians of Tomorrow Scholarship Fund. 

Physicians of Tomorrow Scholarship Fund
This fund awards $10,000 scholarships to promising fourth-year medical students throughout the United States.  Donors may also give directly to the Physicians of Tomorrow Scholarship Fund and any other AMA Foundation funds.
