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AMAA RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR THE ANNUAL MEETING

Section 1.  General Practice
At the time of registration, the Credentials and Elections Committee shall certify the registration of all members attending the Annual Meeting.  Members  shall receive identification credentials and all other information regarding their attendance at the Annual Meeting.

Registered voting members in attendance at the Annual Meeting shall follow the protocol regarding rights and duties; designated seating, if applicable; and such other protocol as is contained in the registration packet.   Forms shall be available for written and signed motions.

Section 2.  Rules of Order During the Annual Meeting
1.  Registered voting members shall be entitled to the floor only when they rise, address the

     chair, and give their names and those of their Alliances/organizations.

2.  Only registered voting members shall make motions, which shall be written, signed by 

     the mover and the person who seconded the motion, and presented to the secretary.

3.  No registered voting member shall speak more than twice or longer than three minutes

     each time on any one question on the same day.

4.  No registered voting member shall speak a second time to the same question if one who 

     has not spoken requests the floor.

5.  Members shall present viewpoints in Reference Committee Hearings to facilitate the 
     handling of business in the general assembly.
6.  The membership at the Annual Meeting, by a two-thirds vote, may limit equally the time

     and the number of speakers for each side of a question and the total time for debate on a

     particular question.

7.  A timekeeper shall signal when allotted time has expired.

8.  Presidential Aides shall assist all registered voting members at the Annual Meeting, assist 
     the chair in restoring order, deliver communications related to the business of the 

     membership, ensure that no material is distributed to the members without the approval 
     of the president, and do such other duties as required by the president.

Section 3.  Committees
A.
Designations

The committees of the Annual Meeting shall be Board Development, Credentials and Elections, Reading, and Reference.

B.
Board Development Committee


Composition and Duties

The Board Development Committee shall be governed by the AMA Alliance 

Bylaws, Rules of Procedure for National Personnel, the parliamentary authority for 

the AMA Alliance, such other rules as the registered voting members at the Annual 


Meeting or Board of Directors shall adopt, federal laws of the United States, and 

state laws of Illinois.  

Eligible members may complete a “Potential Candidate” form to express their interest in being considered for an elected position.  Members shall have the opportunity to provide recommendations to the Board Development Committee of eligible candidates through various vehicles available to them. 

C.
Credentials and Election Committee


Composition and Duties

The Credentials and Election Committee shall be composed of a chair and twelve

            (12) members, who shall be registered voting members and appointed by the AMA 

            Alliance president.  


Members who are nominees for any elective office shall not serve as members of the 


Credentials and Election Committee.  


The Credentials and Election Committee shall be in charge of certifying the 

            eligibility of registered voting members; and distribution, collection, and counting of 

            ballots.  


The chair of the committee shall read the report of the ballot voting and give the 


report to the presiding officer, who shall declare the results to the voting body.  

D.
Reading Committee 


Composition and Duties

The Reading Committee shall be composed of the AMA Alliance president, the 


president-elect, and the executive director; and shall approve the minutes of the 


Annual Meeting.  A copy shall be available in the AMA Alliance office.
E. Reference Committees 

     Composition and Duties

Reference Committees shall be composed of a chair and four (4) additional members


appointed by the president.

Reference Committees shall conduct hearings open to all members on resolutions, proposed amendments to the Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws, Rules of Procedure for the Annual Meeting, and such other matters as the AMA Alliance Board of Directors specifically authorizes. Reference committees shall report with recommendations for disposition to the voting body at the Annual Meeting.  

Section 4.  Resolutions
Proposed resolutions may be submitted to the Bylaws Committee by state alliances, county 

Alliances, members-at-large, the AMA Alliance Board of Directors, and the AMA Alliance 

Committees no less than 60 days prior to the annual session. 
Section 5. Ballot Voting
The Credentials and Elections Committee shall distribute ballots to registered voting members at the Annual Meeting upon certifying the voting credentials of each member.  Members shall be provided privacy to complete the ballot, which they shall fold once and place in the designated boxes.  

Ballots containing erasures or other corrections are considered invalid.  If a member wishes to change a ballot, the incorrect ballot is returned to a Credentials and Election Committee member, who will destroy the ballot and issue another one.  

Members of the Credentials and Elections Committee shall determine the legality of all ballots following procedures identified in Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised.

Ballots for election of the Board Development Committee shall be considered legal if they 

contain votes for no more than two (2) members who are currently serving at the national 
level and no more than three (3) members elected from other registered voting members at 
the Annual Meeting.   Nominees shall draw for position on the ballot.

Proxy voting shall not be permitted.

Section 6.  Campaign Materials
 
A.
Materials
In campaigns for AMA Alliance elective positions held in conjunction with the Annual Meeting, candidate materials shall be limited to a biographical sketch prepared by AMA Alliance Headquarters staff.
                  

B.
Deadline
 
 Candidates who declare their candidacy by March 15 preceding the Annual Meeting and who complete and submit an Official Biographical Profile to AMA Alliance Headquarters not later than 30 days prior to the Annual Meeting shall have biographical information included in the Annual Meeting materials.
Section 7.  Amendments 
Proposed bylaw amendments and resolutions, including proposed Policy amendments, may be submitted to the bylaws committee by state alliances, county alliances, members-at-large, the AMA Alliance Board of Directors, and AMA Alliance Committees.  Such proposed amendments shall be received by the chair of the bylaws committee no less than 60 days prior to the Annual Meeting.

These Rules of Procedure shall be amended by a two-thirds vote of those registered voting members at any properly constituted Annual Meeting, provided the membership has been given notice of proposed amendments pursuant to these Rules of Procedure for the Annual Meeting.    Notice shall be personally given or mailed or electronically transmitted (“mailed” is defined throughout this document as: the United Sates mail, facsimile, transmissions, and private mail carriers handling nationwide mail services; “electronic transmission “ or “electronically transmitted” means any process of communication not directly involving the physical transfer of paper that is suitable for the retention, retrieval, and reproduction of information by the recipient) provided the membership has been given notice of proposed amendments at least (30) days prior to the date of said meeting.
